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1   Introduction 
The template explains how to prepare electronic documents for the Proceedings of the 9th International Conference on Frontiers of Design and Manufacturing. 

This template is also available in pdf-format and Microsoft Word format on the ICFDM 2010 Website at http://www.icfdm.com. The electronic files of the paper in pdf or word format should be submitted onto the website. If you have any problem, please contact the Secretariat. The deadline for the receipt of the complete paper is Jan. 15th, 2010. The papers delivered after this date will not be accepted. Six-page length in total is allowed for each paper. Up to two additional pages will be permitted with an extra charge. The official language of the Proceedings is English.
2 Format Description

The following text describes the desired paper format in detail.

2.1 Layout

The document should be written with A4 paper (297 x 210 mm) in Times New Roman throughout. The size of the margins are 18mm for left/right,  20mm for top and 15mm for bottom. The width of the column is 83mm with a space of 8mm between them. Thus, the total height of the document is 262mm and the total width is 184cm. The main text of the paper should be in 2 column with simple spacing. No indentation should be used for the first paragraph of any section. Other paragraphs should be indented by 6mm and no vertical spacing should be used between consecutive paragraphs. The text and the headings should be justified on the left and the right margins. Do not type page numbers on the front of the paper.
2.2   Title page

The title page contains three sections: the identification of the Congress, the title of the paper, and the authors and their associations. 

The conference identification consists of two lines, as shown on the top of this page, should be in Times New Roman 9pt.

The title of the paper should be in Times New Roman 12pt, boldface, centered, and located two lines space (18pt) after the conference identification. Use capital letters as indicated in the title of this example. The first word of the title and all major words must start with a capital letter.
The author’s name should be centered, located one line space (12pt) after the title. The author’s affiliation is written under each name. Be sure to include the email address for the principal author. Add three lines space (30pt) before the beginning of the two-column document.

2.3   Abstract 

The abstract should not exceed 150 words, written in English, and typed in Times New Roman 9pt. The heading is in boldface, followed by a colon (:). Add one line space (9pt) after the abstract paragraph.
2.4  Keywords

Three key words are allowed to identify the major areas and work of the paper.  The keywords should be typed in Times New Roman 9pt. The heading is in boldface, followed by a colon (:). The first word for each keyword must start with a capital. Add two lines space (18pt) after the keywords section. 
2.5   Main Body

2.5.1  Text
The text of the main body of the paper should be typed in Times New Roman 10pt.
2.5.2   First-level headings

The first-level headings should be type in Times New Roman 10pt and boldface. The first word the heading and all major words must start with a capital. The spacing between the headings and the last paragraph should be two lines space (20pt), and there is no line space between the headings and the following text. First-level headings are numbered consecutively from 1 to the end of the paper. 

2.5.3   Second-level headings

The second-level headings should be type in Times New Roman 10pt and boldface. Only the first word the heading needs to start with a capital. The spacing between the headings and the last paragraph should be one line space (10pt). There is no line space between the headings and the following text.

2.5.4   Third-level headings

The third-level headings are in italic, single space before and after. Only the first word the heading needs to start with a capital.
2.5.5   Mathematic text and equations

Equations should be centred and numbered at the right margin. Leave 6pt before and after each equation. Use 10pt for full size, 7pt for subscript and superscript, and 6pt for sub-subscript and sub-superscript. Use italics for variables (
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); bold italic for variable vectors (u) and capital bold italic (U) for matrices.
2.5.6  Figures and Tables

The caption of figures and tables should be centred at the foot of the figure and typed in Times New Roman 9pt, boldface and begin with a capital letter. All inside lettering should be 9pt. See the sample sheet. Leave 6pt spacing between the figure and the caption. If a figure or table is too large to fit into one column, it can be centred across both columns at the top or the bottom of the page.
